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FRANKFORT, KY — At its March 12, 2025 meeting the Executive Branch Ethics
Commission (“the Commission”) found Scott Blair of Perry County, Kentucky, in violation of
KRS Chapter 11A, the Executive Branch Code of Ethics.

In a Final Order of Default, the Commission found Scott Blair violated the Code of
Ethics, KRS 11A.020 (1)(a)(b) and (d). Specifically, while serving as the Commonwealth
Attorney for Perry County Kentucky, between April 2020 and March 2024, Blair used his
position to perform official actions, including recommendations of probation and drug
treatment programs instead of incarceration, or not recommending incarceration for probation
violations, in exchange for methamphetamine, purchase of methamphetamine, or performance

of sex acts.

Pursuant to the Final Order of Default, Scott Blair must pay a $20,000.00 civil penalty
and receive a public reprimand.
